To compliment the Main Stage events are "Hot Spots" - many restaurants and pubs in 
Unionville and Markham that present fantastic jazz artists in a 'Street Festival and Concert 
Environment'.  The main street of Unionville is closed off Saturday evening so that Festival 
attendees can wander from venue to venue, soaking up the party atmosphere, the jazz music, 
and the historic beauty of the village of Unionville.
